= Introduction to Case Management examines the range of human needs and
the resources made available to assist individuals and families in need. The
function of social work in residential treatment, psychiatric, correctional,
medical, aged and community services is described.

= |ntervention Skills and Strategies teaches students how to engage a client, do
assessments, develop a treatment plan, and choose appropriate interventions.

= Geriatric Sociology examines the impact of the over 60 age group on the
family, the community, residence and health care options, the job market and
a range of policy decisions.
